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Mt. Okura Ski Jump Stadium features a chair lift to
the [summit observation deck], and the [Sapporo
Olympic Museum], which in addition to exhibiting
various historical materials on winter sports of
Hokkaido, also provides simulated experiences
pertaining to ski jumping, and other winter sports.
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From an elevation of 531 meters, Sapporo's city lights sparkle like jewels in the night.

on the shrine grounds. Every year between June 14 and
16, the oldest festival in Sapporo history takes place with
much excitement. Between January 1 and 3, the ground
are visited by over 700,000 people who come to offer New
Year's prayers.
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Maruyama Zoo is home to over 170 kinds of animals. The
new Africa Zone, which opened in August of 2016
features a large giraffe exhibit, where the giraffes can be
seen leisurely wandering around the premises. Another
exciting sight to see, is the hippopotamus, swimming
dynamically in its pool!

Sapporo is also famous for its beer. At the Sapporo Beer Garden, You can visit the museum
and enjoy Jingisukan (mutton barbecue) in a historic building. At Asahi Brewery, a leading
beer brewer, you can observe its modern brewing processes and sample beer.
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Visitors to the red brick Kaitakushi-Kan can enjoy Hokkaido-exclusive fresh Sapporo Classic beer straigh
from the brewery and Jingisukan mutton barbecue in an authentic beer-hall atmosphere.
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The only beer museum of its kind in Japan where the history and beer making process of Sapporo Beer which
is over 135 years old is introduced through factory line models. You can also learn how its history is connected
to the pioneering days of Hokkaido.
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
